Pastor’s Corner 

Dear Family of Juda Zion Church!  

The welcome that the Apostles write over and over in the New Testament 
feels appropriate today: Grace and peace to you in the name of our risen Lord, Jesus 
Christ.  

As we approach the celebration of Easter, I remind you and myself of the profound and 
unshakable truth at the very heart of our faith: He is risen! This is not merely a tradition 
we observe, nor a story we retell—it is the defining moment of history and the ultimate 
validation of everything Jesus said and claimed.  

Throughout His ministry, Jesus spoke with authority about who He was—the Son of God, 
the Savior of the world, the One who would lay down His life and take it up again. On the 
third day after His crucifixion, the empty tomb proved that His words were not those of a 
teacher alone, but of God Himself. As the Apostle Paul writes, “And if Christ has not been 
raised, your faith is futile; you are still in your sins” (1 Corinthians 15:17). But God—
Christ has been raised, and our faith stands on a living, victorious Savior.  

The resurrection is the dividing line between truth and falsehood. If Jesus had remained in 
the grave, He would have been exposed as a fraud, another voice lost in the echoes of   
history. But because He lives, every promise He made is confirmed, every claim He spoke is 
vindicated, and every hope we hold is secured. As it is written, “He was delivered over to 
death for our sins and was raised to life for our justification” (Romans 4:25).  

C. S. Lewis once wrote, “The Son of God became a man to enable men to become sons of 
God.” This truth finds its fullest expression in the resurrection. Through His victory over 
death, Jesus has opened the door for us to share in His life—eternal, abundant, and       
secure.  

On that first Easter morning, the angel said, “He is not here; He has risen, just as He 
said” (Matthew 28:6). He said He would rise—and He did. And because of that, we can 
trust Him with every part of our lives, now and forever.  

As your pastor, I urge you to come and celebrate this Resurrection Day with hearts full of 
gratitude and celebration. Let us gather not out of routine, but out of with a genuine heart 
of thanks and praise. Death has been defeated, sin has been conquered, and hope has 
been secured through Jesus Christ our Lord.  

May this Easter renew your faith, strengthen your hope, and fill your heart with the joy 
that only the risen Savior can give.  

He is risen indeed!

T h e  H i s t o r i c a l  C o r n e r

The next time you are in the north entrance of Zion church take a    
moment to look at the painting on the wall of the stairwell. This is an 
original work of art, created by Marilyn Keen Michel in 1967. It depicts 
the coming together of 2 great denominations in 1946. 

The Evangelical Church was born in 1799 when Jacob Albright called 
the leaders of his converts together for a  conference in Pennsylvania. 
In 1800, classes were organized into The Evangelical Association. From 
this, in 1867, came the organization of the Juda Zion Church of the 
Evangelical Association of North America. 

In 1800, the first conference of the United Brethren Church was held. 
The organizers were Philip Otterbein and Martin Boehm. 

This movement grew into Illinois and Wisconsin, and in 1842 Rev. 
James Davis travelled to southern Wisconsin and held his first services 
in the log cabin of Isaac Channes, located in the Smock Valley           
Watershed, west of Monroe. Thus was organized the first United 
Brethren congregation in Wisconsin. 

Following a long period of friendly conversations between the leaders of the Evangelical denomination and the 
United Brethren denomination, in 1946 in Pennsylvania, these 2 denominations merged to form The Evangelical 
United Brethren Church. 

This moment of coming together is shown in the Juda Church painting, with the leaders clasping hands and   
pledging “We are now brothers”.

Operation Christmas Child is a 

project of Samaritan’s Purse, an International relief organization. Our mission is to provide local partners 

around the world with shoeboxes filled with small toys, hygiene items, and school supplies as a means of 

reaching out to children in their own communities with the Good News of Jesus Christ.
